A Search for Ethics

“The way | saw it was that life is a long weekend with nothing to do.” When Jeff Vaca became a Christian and found the
purpose and morals of that walk, this outlook changed dramatically. To this day he lives out his faith by working in the community
and at home; as an engineer and as a Dad. He also has fascinating hobbies. Friendly but occasionally hermit-like, Jeff Vaca makes
an interesting character.

Throughout his life and childhood, Mr. Vaca has been a man on the move and has always searched for morality. His family
moved from Dallas Texas to San Diego California when he was one. When he reached the age of 30, Jeff Vaca had—if briefly—
lived in at least 30 different residences. He hates moving now. Growing up in a secular household, Mr. Vaca was one who had
always been taught to do the right thing, but never told why. Before he became a Christian, he drew ideas from different
philosophies into his own moral framework. But when his Mom was born again, she got him to come to church with her, and a few
years later, Jeff joined the faith as well and found the morality he had been looking for ever since he was kid.

Jeff Vaca’s is an interesting profession. By title a traffic engineer, on a typical work day he will: inspect traffic signal
configuration, examine the reflective paint and markers, which can rub off or break over time, and (sometimes) distribute traffic
issues to builders. One perk in his job is timing the traffic signals. Although it's usually touch and go, occasionally a problem arises
that, since it is unclear what is wrong, requires some logic and puzzle-solving skills. This he enjoys immensely. Why does he do
what he does? Understandably, the main reason Mr. Vaca prefers his job is that he can see and help his community grow.

Perhaps it’s his unique hobby that makes Jeff Vaca stand out. He collects board games. Huge and extensive, his collection
easily occupies an entire wall of shelving. Naturally, Mr. Vaca’s personality and love of puzzles led him to board games as well as a
variety of other types. “I like to interact with people, but | have to take breaks.” He says. Since he has to have something in common
to talk about with people, Jeff was drawn to games. Without something like this, he feels out of place in a conversation. Besides just
playing games, he also likes to combine them with painting and woodworking. Mr. Vaca, painting away in his little workspace, has
created many a prize-winning game piece.

Jeff Vaca is an excellent role-model. Wherever he is—either working on traffic signals or playing games with his kids—his fine
moral fiber shines through. But the most significant things about Mr. Vaca are how he persistently searched for ethics previously to
becoming a Christian, and how his faith shows in his every-day life.

| am a member of a non-denominational, international bible
study called “Community Bible Study”. | have attended the
Point Loma class for the last three years. It is a wonderful
group of Godly women and an amazing in-depth study of
Scripture. The leaders are prayerfully considering
expanding their classes to include a group for
homeschoolers to begin in the fall [note from Lisa: Other
CBS groups in the state have already successfully
incorporated the homeschool community and different
types of stay-at-home women into their programs.

It is exciting that the Point Loma CBS group is planning to
do the same for those of us who have school-aged kids at
home during the day, and we can’t wait to see how the
Lord is going to use this]. Currently Point Loma CBS offers
bible study groups for women of all ages, denominations
and backgrounds; a “Babes in Arms” small group for
nursing mothers and their babies; and a wonderful
children’s program for babies, toddlers, and pre-schoolers.

The homeschool Bible study curriculum will be for
elementary aged kids, and possibly for junior-highers as
well. The way it is set up to work by CBS International is
that the moms would come and check their kids into the
appropriate class and then join a small group of other
women for Bible study. The homeschoolers’ Bible lesson
will coincide with the lesson the moms are doing, and there
will be additional study that is to be done as a family at
home.

It is a really neat program and | could talk about it for a
long time — so I'm having a hard time summarizing it in a
few sentences!

Fitness Award since 1966. Each of the five items in the President’s
Challenge Physical Fitness Test measures a specific aspect of
fitness.

Those who complete the President’'s Challenge physical fitness test
items and reach or exceed the 85th percentile are eligible to receive
the Presidential Award for outstanding achievement (blue).

Those who complete the President’'s Challenge physical fitness test
items and exceed the 50th percentile on all of the test items, but who
do not achieve the 85th percentile on one or more, qualify for the
National Award (red).

Those who participate in and complete the President’s Challenge
physical fitness test, but do not meet the 50th percentile on all test
items, qualify to receive the Participant Award (white),

Earning any of these awards should bring pride to you. We
encourage you to try for improvement from year to year. Remember
that people who are trying to be fit and active are all winners!

The Physical Fitness Test Items are:

1. Curl-ups or partial curl-ups (for abdominal strength and
endurance).

2. Endurance run/walk (for heart/lung endurance).

3. Pull-ups or right-angle push-ups (for upper body strength and
endurance).

4.  Shuttle run (for leg strength, power and agility).

5. V-sit reach or sit and reach (for lower back and hamstring
flexibility).

Train Ride to Surf Museum - REMINDER

The Amtrak field trip is already booked and full. This announcement is only a reminder for those who are signed up already.

If you are signed up to attend this field trip, please remember to arrive at the train station downtown by 7:00 a.m., allow plenty of driving and parking
time, bring a sack lunch and possibly some snacks, and dress warmly. You will also want to wear comfortable walking shoes and bring a fold-up
stroller for your babies/toddlers and maybe something to help occupy the time of your children while on the train.

We must all meet at 7:00 a.m. at the San Diego Amtrak Station, Santa Fe Depot, which is located at 1050 Kettner Boulevard, San Diego, CA

92101. Itis actually on the corner of Broadway and Kettner, downtown, about six blocks west of Horton Plaza. Standard driving directions are listed
below, but it is strongly suggested that you please go to www.maps.google.com and enter the address for the Santa Fe Depot in order to receive
accurate driving directions from your own neighborhood.

Please, if you are able, plan to either carpool or have a family member drop you off and pick you up at the depot that day. Passenger drop-off and
pick-up is located on the Kettner side of the building. Otherwise, two large parking lots are located on adjacent corners from the depot and they will
charge $12 to $15 for ten hours of parking (if you carpool you can split the cost). There are other parking lots that may be less expensive but you
may have to walk a bit further. Another option is to get there as early as possible and try to find space in the new metered parking further south on
Kettner and surrounding streets. At this new automated meter parking you can park for up to 9 hours and it costs only 75 cents per hour (use your
credit card or enough change to cover the seven hours we will be away plus some extra just to make sure you don’t expire). Whatever you do, do
not leave your car in a two-hour zone or in the Office Depot parking lot — it will be towed away.

Upon arrival, please locate Lisa Vaca or Tracy Imber to let us know that your family is present and pick up your nametags and possible baggage
tags if needed. Amtrak has instructed all school groups to arrive one hour before train departure, which is why we must all be there at 7:00. We
know that is very early but as an added bonus, there will be an exciting and brief history lesson about this historic train depot and a fun, safe, easy
scavenger hunt to help occupy the time of our children while we are waiting. Also, in the depot is a small snack bar, which sells coffee, sodas, chips,
muffins and other snacks. Across the street from the depot, at the trolley station, there is a Starbucks. The train we will travel on also has a shack
car that we may visit once the trip is underway.
