1. Get involved.  Show up to Park Days, attend field trips and classes, and participate in the 

workshops and the momôs nights out and all the parties (especially the free ones)..  Itôs the best way 

to get to know other SDCHers and more importantly to let them get to know you.  As I always say, 

familiarity breedsé compassion, caring, concern, cooperation, etc. 

2. Share ideas.  Tell us how you plan your lessons, how you schedule your homeschool year and 

why.  Ask other members for their methods, too.  Let us know what youôd like to see happen in the 

group or what youôd like to plan for the group.  We love to hear a good idea and to encourage the one 

who suggested it to take it on and plan it out. 

3. Ask questions.  We all remember the old saying from childhood: There is no such thing as a 

dumb question.  That saying couldnôt be truer than in the context of homeschooling and homeschool 

groups.  Whether you want to know something about the SDCH group or the laws for homeschooling 

in CA or the names of some good math curriculum, all you have to do is ask.   

4. Use our Membership Directory.  When joining SDCH, everyone who checks ñconsent to be 

included in the membership directoryò gets their phone number, e-mail and mailing address listed in 

our directory.  This directory is given out only to SDCH members and is a great way to see who lives 

near you and who has kids close to the ages of your own kids so that you can arrange play dates, 

swap curriculum, send birthday invitations, Christmas cards, etc.  It is also a valuable tool to help 

when you need to call for a carpool or directions to a field trip or just need a fellow homeschoolerôs 

shoulder to lean on.   

5. Read our newsletters.  Our monthly newsletter is called The Chalkboard and it is ñchalkò full of the 

activities and opportunities planned exclusively for our SDCH members.  This newsletter will arrive in 

your e-mail before the first day of each school month.  You can print it out or easily read it on your 

computer screen.  Listed inside the newsletter is where you will find important dates and the 

upcoming calendars, as well as all the contact information for the SDCH people who are planning 

events, field trips, classes, etc.   

6. Join our Yahoo message board.  Yes, we have a Yahoo board and it is awesome!  To keep 

potentially personal info safe it is only open to current SDCH members.  It is the best place to post 

your notes about anything that doesnôt go in our newsletter.  Do you have a couch you want to sell, or 

some size 10 boys Nikes to give away, or a garage sale coming up, or know of a deal on Legoland 

tickets, or need to find a good Christian babysitter, or want to warn people of the dangerous amount 

of fat in a triple mocha Frappuccino?  Well, this is the place for that.  If you are not at least getting the 

weekly digest from this Yahoo board you are really missing out on a big part of SDCH.  Tracy Imber is 

our Yahoo Mom and she can get you all set up with it. 
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7. Introduce your kids.  We all love kids ï thatôs why we homeschool, right?  Children are a blessing 

from the Lord.  When you come to an event or field trip please bless us by introducing your kids 

around to as many people as you can.
